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The Process for becoming a World Medicine Outreach Practitioner
What’s the process to becoming a World Medicine Outreach Practitioner?

· Submit your registration form
· The operations team will acknowledge receipt of your form.

· You will receive a telephone call to talk through your registration form.

· You will be contacted by the operations manager with a ‘Commitment Form’, which will ask for more information to help admin process your participation on the trip and require you to sign a code of conduct and child protection, plus a commitment to the costs of the trip.
· This commitment form will need to be submitted back to operations along with proof of insurance, qualifications and other relevant information requested for the trip.

· You will be sent a project pack, including a project brief, list of things to bring, contact details of the trip to give to friends and family.

· You will be invited to a pre-trip group meeting/telephone conference to discuss the trip and meet your fellow practitioners.

Cost of the Trip

Volunteer practitioners must be able to fund their trip either personally or via fundraising. Fundraising tips and information are provided by World medicine but it is always hard work and should not be undertaken lightly! 
The cost of the trip may vary from trip to trip but the amount quoted per trip will include items such as the cost of your flights, transfers, travel insurance, overseas practitioners insurance, accommodation, food and equipment plus World Medicine administration costs. Spending money for gifts/recreational activities is additional to this amount. World Medicine is run by volunteers, admin charges will cover things like postage, marketing materials, medical equipment, set up charges with overseas partner costs. The cost of the trip will be paid direct to World Medicine in staged payments leading up to the trip and must be received before the trip departs. This staged payment enables us to buy the flights early and get best prices. You will be encouraged to set up a ‘Justgiving’ web page. Any funds raised over and above the basic needs of the project will be used by World Medicine to further the aims and objectives of the charity such as funding new research projects, admin costs and paying project leader costs.

Once you sign the ‘Commitment Form’ you have committed to raising this figure and if you pull out after the ‘pull out deadline’ full payment must be made unless there is exceptional circumstances. This is because costs such as flights will have been incurred World Medicine.
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
